Children’s Attitudes Towards Inclusion Scale (CAIS) Data Management Plan

1. Data types, format, standards and capture methods
Data Outputs
Questionnaire data will be collected from approximately 400 primary aged children in school years 3-6 (aged 7-11 years). Data about children’s school attended, age, year group, and gender will be recorded, along with children’s questionnaire response to the CAIS. The data will be stored electronically in a database (e.g. SPSS or Jamovi).
Data Collection and Management
State-funded schools across three inner-city London boroughs will be invited to take part in the study. Parents/carers can opt their children out of the study if they do not wish for them to take part. The questionnaire will be administered within schools by a researcher, who will introduce the study and related concepts, and explain any unfamiliar terms to the children. The researcher will read out each question from the questionnaire and children will provide their responses individually by indicating their response on a hardcopy of the questionnaire.
Hard copies of the questionnaire data will be entered into an electronic database. Hard copies of the questionnaire will be stored in a locked filing system at the local authority offices. Electronic copies of the dataset will be stored securely on the University of Brighton OneDrive, which is a password-protected and GDPR compliant storage folder.
Other data available
To the researchers’ knowledge, no equivalent data is available on children’s attitudes towards inclusive education

2. Ethics and Intellectual Property
Ethical approval was obtained from the Local Authority Research Ethics Committee through the Principal Investigator (Jeremy Monsen). 
Consent: Consent will be received from schools to invite parents and children to take part in this study. Parents/carers will be informed about the study and given the option to opt their child out of the study.
Anonymity: Children will be given unique ID numbers to ensure their anonymity. No identifiable data was collected from the children.
Confidentiality: The data collected will be kept confidential and will be only available to access (in anonymised form) by the researchers. No identifiable data will be stored in the online repository.

3. Access, Data Sharing, and Reuse
This data may be of value to those who wish to explore children’s attitudes towards inclusion further, or to run further analyses on the factor loadings of questionnaire items to compare these to data collected using similar methods from other samples. Researchers will be able to access a copy of the dataset through the University of Brighton data repository, with this data being open-source. The data will be made available prior to publication of related research papers.
Storing the data in an open-source repository may provide opportunities for collaboration with other researchers within this discipline.

4. Short-Term Storage and Data Management
Data will be stored securely on the University OneDrive file storage system, which is password-protected and GDPR compliant. OneDrive is frequently and automatically backed-up by the university, and earlier versions of the dataset are also retrievable through One-Drive. If data requires transferring between researchers, data will be encrypted prior to transfer.

5. Deposit and Long-Term Preservation
Publications relating to the data in this dataset will include information on how to access the supporting data, with a link to the online repository provided within the publication. This online repository will be open-source to ensure that the data is accessible to all.
